Letdébs take a walk back in history to see how the
was and why the center was named after him.

Danny was a 19 year old who had graduated from Seton Hall Prep and planned to join the Marine
Corp on October 26, 1984.

As he was eating pizza at a Verona pizza place on Bloomfield Avenue, he saw a group of four young
people who were being beaten by a much larger group. He left to intercede on behalf of the four
young people. During the struggle, one of the attackers struck Danny in the head with a golf club.
Danny laid in critical condition for three days before he was considered brain dead and taken off life
support. He died on October 24, 1984.

The brawl had begun after a football game between Montclair High School and Eastside High
School in Paterson. There was a huge fight involving 200 youths in a parking lot in Wayne and then
smaller brawls that broke out in Little Falls, Cedar Grove, and Verona.

A seventeen year old from Montclair was charged with his murder.

Danny was named a fAGood Samaritano by the medi a
held great promise of new and exciting things for him. He was about to become a Marine, to join the
Marine Corp wrestling team, and he had a possibility of participating in the 1988 Olympics. When
someone needed help, he did not look the other way, instead he jumped in to help them and it cost

him his life.
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
